| will respect and abide by the instructions from and the decisions of the team’s Therapists with respect to

Physicians), and all requirements of the return to play stages including documentation from other
professionals and rest periods.

o Injury decisions including removal from play reduced or modified participation, whether or not supportive
taping is indicated, and referral to other professionals (i.e. physicians).

o Safety instructions including implementation of thunder/lightning protocol, hydration and equipment
recommendations and any other safety related situations.
